
Millage Service Plan
Services to Begin in April and August 2024
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Thank you for taking the time to learn about TheRide’s 2024 
Millage Service Plan Proposal. Services are expected to go into 
effect in late April 2024 and late August 2024.

In 2022, the community approved TheRide’s 20-year Long Range 
Plan along with a renewal of the expanded property millage in 
the City of Ann Arbor, City of Ypsilanti, and Ypsilanti Township 
for improved services. This millage will fund the first 5-year phase 
of expanded services in the Long Range Plan.

Improvements in this first phase include an express bus route 
between Ann Arbor and Ypsilanti, extended hours of fixed-route 
bus service, increased fixed-route service frequency on weekends, 
and expanded FlexRide Late Night and Holiday Service.

We encourage you to provide your comments during this public 
engagement period. The final plan will be introduced to the 
public beginning in Spring 2024.

In this presentation, we will walk through the proposed service 
plan for April and August.
